A strong effort from this tiny estate of about six
acres, the 2012 D'Aiguilhe Querre is a blend of 80%

medium body and outstanding concentration and
depth. Rich-layered and impressively endowed, it
should drink well for a decade or more. This is a
major sleeper of the vintage.
